(Philippians 1:3, ESV) 
 

 Paul’s letter to the Philippians is one of the more positive letters he wrote.  In

In everything, God 

deserves the glory!  Therefore, I praise and thank God for what He has done in you 

and through you!  And I thank you, High Pointe, for your faithful obedience to our 
Lord Jesus Christ . 

 On a personal note, I thank God for your faithfulness toward me and my 

family as we serve together at High Pointe.  I was greatly humbled last Sunday by 
your expressions of love and kindness toward us as you recognized our fifth 

anniversary at High Pointe.
